Personal hygiene practices include: seeing a doctor, seeing a dentist, regular washing of the body,
regular hand washing, brushing and flossing of the teeth, basic manicure and pedicure, feminine
hygiene, healthy eating, exercise and spiritual development.

Personal grooming extends personal hygiene as it pertains to the maintenance of a good personal
and public appearance which need not necessarily be hygienic.

Personal hygiene is achieved by using personal hygiene products including soap, hair shampoo, hair
conditioner, toothbrushes, tooth paste, cotton swabs, deodorant, chapstick, cream, lotion, facial
tissue, hair clippers, nail clippers, mouthwash,, nail files, skin cleansers, razors, shaving cream, skin
cream and toilet paper.
